Ordinance No. 21

M.Sc (Mathematics)

Objectives :  The first batch of  undergraduate students of the University will be seeking admission to the Post graduate classes from the coming session. At a modest effort the University intends to start M.Sc. (Mathematics) Programme.

Programme Structure : The duration of the M.Sc. (Mathematics) programme will be two years consisting of a total of four semesters each of  six months duration. In the first three semesters there will be 4 courses in each semesters. The last semester will either, consist of four  courses or in lieu of these courses first few more motivated students  will be encouraged to take up an independent study of an identified aspect of Mathematics or computer science and to write a small thesis at the end of the last semester. The contents of the thesis will be different than those covered under any other course and will be excepted to be of sufficient depth. 

Evaluation system: evaluation system in all course will be based on continuous internal assessment with 30% weight and semester-end examination with 70% weight.

For each course with only theory component 30 marks will be allotted for internal assessment in the form of internal assignments while 70 marks will be allotted for the semester-end examination. For courses with both the theory and practical components 20 marks will be allotted for continuous internal assessments in theory parts and 10 marks for the practical component. 50 marks will be allotted for the semester-end theory examination and 20 marks for the semester-end practical examination.

Students who offer to carry out study in depth and write a thesis in lieu of the courses in the last semester will be required to submit a thesis covering the results of their study before the end of the semester. During the last semester they will also be required to give three seminars based on their study. 75 marks will be allotted for each seminar and the best of the two seminars out of three will be taken into account for the declaration of the result. 200 marks will be allotted for the assessment of the thesis submitted by the student and 50 marks will be allotted for the performance in the Viva-voice examination.

The course design, content, counseling, programme structure etc. would be decided by the Academic Council of the University on recommendations of the Board of Studies concerned form time to time.

Grading : A minimum of 36% marks will be necessary for a student to be successful in a course. Only those students who would have secured at least an aggregate of 36% will be declared successful. Successful students securing marks less than 45% will be placed in third division, those securing 45% marks or above but less than 60% will be placed in the second division and those securing 60% and above will be place in the first division.
